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A Special Message from the Chairman of the Board and the President and CEO
From our early beginnings in the small community of Hancock, New Hampshire, to the present day, the New Hampshire Association for the Blind has come a long way. Since 1912, we’ve continued to build an organization that has reached into every town and city over the years in response to the growing needs of blind NH citizens. We are an institution that has withstood the test of time, an organization that is “built to last” as they say. And we’re proud of it!

Over the years so much has changed. What might it have been like for a person who was blind or visually impaired living in New Hampshire fifty, seventy-five, ninety years ago? Certainly opportunities must have been very limited. Most blind persons had little chance of living independently.

Ninety-five years ago there was no organization helping blind people in New Hampshire until the Association was founded to help change what it meant to be blind.

Despite the tremendous changes affecting everyone over the years, our mission “to advance the independence of persons who are blind and visually impaired” has remained constant. As an organization we have continuously evolved to provide services to meet the special needs of blind and visually impaired persons whether they are young school-age children, working-age adults, or seniors.

As we began to compile materials for this report, we came across many priceless photos, newspaper articles, and treasured items that have been carefully collected and stored over the years. In addition, we are fortunate to have received and saved many hand-written notes from clients and donors. These are scrolled across the top of pages throughout this Report. 

We were deeply touched by what we found and what we learned about the early New Hampshire Association for the Blind. We decided to share this rich history with you, our valued friends and supporters, in this 2007 Annual Report. 

We were reminded that history shows us not only how much has changed, but also how certain common themes remain.

Today’s specialized services have been developed specifically to promote personal independence in all areas of living. The mixture of training, counseling, and the introduction of both high-tech and low-tech aids, combine to allow persons with all levels of visual impairment up to and including total blindness to lead independent, productive and fulfilling lives.

New highly advanced technologies made available only recently have revolutionized access to communications and information for people without sight thus opening new opportunities for living independently and participating fully in society.

Just as in the Association’s earliest days — even with the new technological tools, our central work is still very, very personal. Staff specialists spend the majority of their time one-on-one with clients, in their homes, teaching, encouraging, training and sharing the joys of success as each barrier to independence is overcome.

And, just as through the past 95 years, there remains another critical constant — the generous philanthropic support of many thousands of New Hampshire people.

 We’re so thankful you’ve chosen to continue to invest in the New Hampshire Association for the Blind. Without your continued support we would never be able to provide the high quality direct services that our reputation has been built upon. It has been you, our valued supporters, who have made this great organization what it is today, “built to last.”

The Association continues to be challenged by nearly epidemic increases in the incidence of blindness — especially among the elderly. This rapid growth is due in large part to the leading cause of blindness — macular degeneration, for which there is no cure. In addition, the well-documented health issues of obesity and diabetes are also greatly swelling the numbers of people of all ages losing eyesight to glaucoma and diabetic retinopathy.

We wish to thank each and every contributor helping us as we move towards 100 years of service to family, friends, neighbors and colleagues who are blind and visually impaired. Together we are changing what it means to be blind!

Volunteers-We Need You. We Thank You!
For the first 50 years of its existence the New Hampshire Association for the Blind relied exclusively on volunteers to carry out its mission. It wasn’t until the late-1940’s that a full time, paid staff person, William McGreal, was hired as

the Association’s first Executive Director. 

Since that time we’ve employed more staff, specially trained in the fields of vision rehabilitation, low vision counseling, orientation and mobility and assistive technology. Even with our growing staff base, volunteers are needed more than ever and remain important to our organization. Volunteers compliment the work of our professional staff, adding depth to the services we provide. The value of the services our volunteers provide cannot be overstated. 

Today we have 55 Direct Service and Center-Based volunteers. In addition, 56 volunteers help with our Special Events. Last year our volunteers provided over 23,000, hours of service, providing assistance with transportation, shopping, reading, and other support. The Association is fortunate to have Lynne Saltonstall as its Volunteer Administrator. Lynne’s work was recognized by Governor Lynch.

She received the Governor’s Award for Outstanding Volunteer Management. 

Working closely with Lynne is Stephanie Hurd. Stephanie was hired this spring as our first Seacoast Volunteer Coordinator. As a person who is blind herself, Stephanie brings a great deal of experience and perspective to her work. 

In addition to the volunteers that work with clients, our Development Department has been successful in attracting many new volunteers for the Association’s Special Events. More than 30 new people have been recruited to volunteer for the Blind Awareness Walk, Spooky Silent Auction, and José Feliciano concert.

GRANT HIGHLIGHTS

Grimshaw-Gudewicz

Foundation

Once again this year, the Association was fortunate to receive a very generous funding award from the George Grimshaw and Irene Gudewicz Charitable Foundation. The monies received were used to support our essential services including Low Vision and Adaptive Aids Training, Orientation and Mobility Training, and Rehabilitation Teaching. These are the primary, direct services that we provide to nearly all of the clients we serve. 

The continued financial support received from the Grimshaw-Gudewicz Charitable Foundation has allowed the Association to operate effectively while addressing the specific services that George Grimshaw valued so highly. In doing so, we have continued to build a solid platform to support future growth.

Mary Gale Foundation

For the second consecutive year, the New Hampshire Association for the Blind was fortunate to receive a very generous grant from the Mary Gale Foundation to help address the critical needs of elderly blind and severely visually impaired women living in the Greater Manchester area. With the funding received, the Association’s professional service team was able to provide vision rehabilitation services to elderly women and provide closed circuit TVs so they could begin reading again in their own homes. 

A Low Vision Therapist from the Association worked closely with each of the women so they could learn how to use various aids. In addition, the ladies were introduced to devices such as talking watches, large print check registers and signature guides, speakerphones with audible caller I.D. and more. These items proved to be truly beneficial allowing most of the women the chance to remain independent and in their own homes. 

Funding from the Mary Gale Foundation facilitated a new partnership with Catholic Medical Center establishing the Mary Gale Low Vision Clinic. 

Pearl Manor Fund — Mary & John Elliot Charitable Foundation

Thanks to a start-up grant from the Pearl Manor Fund, the New Hampshire Association for the Blind was able to implement a vision rehabilitation program targeting elderly men who are blind and visually impaired living in the Greater Manchester area. Building upon the success of the Mary Gale Foundation funded program, this program serves elderly men who are blind or have severe vision loss. Program participants receive vision rehabilitation services as well as the appropriate aids and devices that will help them remain independent and as active members of their communities.

The Gibney Family Foundation

The New Hampshire Association for the Blind is again thankful to the Gibney Family Foundation for its generous grant award which supported the Association’s Phase II Technology Upgrade Project. With funding from the Gibney Family Foundation a state-of-the-art Development software called Raiser’s Edge was purchased and installed and files were converted from the previous system. Staff has received extensive training, and the new program is now serving as the primary management tool for the Association’s Development program. The conversion to the Raisers Edge system will continually improve the organization’s ability to raise operational revenues through philanthropy, recruit and manage more volunteers and special events, and develop important donor relationships leading to increased contributed funds. 

Cogswell Benevolent Trust

Thanks in large part to a grant from the Cogswell Benevolent Trust, the Rehabilitation Teaching Program at the New Hampshire Association for the Blind will continue to teach individuals who are blind or have severe visual impairments how to carry out their activities of daily living. Rehabilitation Teachers, commonly known as Rehabilitation Therapists, provide instruction and guidance in adaptive independent living skills enabling adults who are blind and visually impaired to perform their daily routines. 

Rehabilitation teaching is just one of the many services the Association provides as part of its overall vision rehabilitation program. However, it is a very critical service, especially for those individuals with very little remaining vision.☪
